Dear Fellow
Soybean Farmers
of North Dakota,

In 1985 when the
North Dakota state law
established the North
Dakota soybean
checkoff, according to
North Dakota
Agricultural Statistics Service, North Dakota
harvested 490 thousand acres of soybeans.
In 2009, soybean production in the state was
estimated at 3.87 million acres harvested
according to North Dakota Agricultural

Statistics Service. The North Dakota Soybean
Council Board of Directors recognizes that the
landscape of soybean production in North
Dakota has changed significantly since the
inception of the state's legislation to form the
Council and its eight district board.

The Council believes the time is right to
expand the depth and breadth of the Board in
terms of expertise, ability to take on new
projects to bring greater value to soybean
farmers and expand the Board's capacity to
administer a larger budget to fund more
comprehensive programs and activities.

As a result, the Council Board of Directors has approved a redistricting
plan (requiring legislative action the first quarter of 2011) that would
expand the Board from 8 to 12 members and from 8 to 12 districts.

Passage of such legislation will enable the Board to better serve
soybean farmers in North Dakota and better utilize checkoff funds to
continue boosting the bottom line of soybean producers.

Page one shows preliminary layout of the proposed 12 districts and
term rotation schedule. If approved by the North Dakota legislature,
elections will be held in all twelve districts with staggered terms
established to ensure some consistency in Board membership. More
information about this redistricting plan will be provided on our website
www.ndsoybean.org and in our newsletter as the process unfolds.

benefit U.S. farmers. Although these projects, located

on the Gulf at the Port of New Orleans and on the West
Coast, seem very far away, the impact could soon be felt in the
Midwest.

Three port projects in the United States will undoubtedly

Here's why. The Pacific Northwest is the most likely destination
for soybeans and soybean meal once they're loaded into a rail
car. In a Soy Transportation Coalition survey of railroad
movement and soybeans and soy products, Seattle-Tacoma-
Bremerton, Wash., was identified as the top destination for
soybeans (23.84 percent) with Portland, Ore.-Salem, Wash.,
receiving 15.85 percent of the soybeans via rail. Port of New
Orleans was a close third, receiving 12.32 percent of the
soybeans. Seattle-Tacoma-Bremerton, Wash., is also the top
destination for soybean meal transported via rail.

Sixty percent of agricultural exports flow through the Gulf of
Mexico, mostly through the Port of New Orleans. So not only
do the West Coast and the Gulf handle a lot of the crops
grown in the Midwest, the condition of those ports and the
transportation systems that carry the grain to them is crucial.
"Our international competitiveness depends on an efficient,
well maintained transportation system,” says Mike Steenhoek,
executive director of the Soy Transportation Coalition. "More
efficient ports and transportation systems mean the journey
from the United States to Asia is less expensive, which makes
U.S. commodities more attractive to buyers in that region of
the world. These capital improvements should be welcome
news to farmers and will certainly positively impact their
bottom line."

PoRT oF GRAYS HARBOR, ABERDEEN, WASH.: Ag Processing Inc
(AGP) is constructing a grain storage facility at the Port of
Grays Harbor that will provide identity preserved options as
well as offer the capacity to load soybean meal and grain
combinations. Six concrete silos and a shipping bin cluster will
hold up to 70,000 metric tons of grain and/or soybeans. The
port is also expanding its rail capacity to include a second loop
track for incoming rail cars as well as storage for 350 rail cars.
It's estimated that the expanded facility will be completed in
early 2012.

PorT OoF LongviEw, WAsSH.: Bunge North America has created
a joint venture with ITOCHU and STX Pan Ocean to build and
operate a $200 million export grain terminal at the Port of
Longview, Wash., called EGT, LLC.

The terminal will be capable of handling grain, oilseeds and
protein meals and will feature a rail loop track unloading
system capable of holding four 110-car trains. Construction
began in 2009, with the facility expected to accept product for
the fall 2011 harvest.

PorT oF NEw ORLEANS: Expansion of the container facility at
the Port of New Orleans increases capacity to meet Asian
buyers' needs. For many reasons, interest in shipping
soybeans via container has grown. Customers like the idea
that they don't need to purchase a huge shipment of grain;
they might be interested in preserving the identity of the crop,
or containers are a better fit for their operational structure.
The Port of New Orleans has increased its capacity to load
from unit train to container at the port. Now those purchasing
U.S. soybeans have the option of purchasing more soybeans
via container, without having to ship the containers to the
Midwest.

As these three examples demonstrate, U.S. ports are making
strides toward being able to continue to provide high quality
product as efficiently as possible in order to maintain export
customers' preference for U.S. soybeans.

THREE BEAN CHILI

1 pound lean ground turkey

2 large onions, chopped

1 each large green and red sweet

peppers, chopped

2 tablespoons chili powder

1 teaspoon dried oregano

1 teaspoon garlic salt

1 can (15 to 16 oz.) tan soybeans, drained

2 cans (15 to 16 0z) black soybeans, drained
1 can (14.5 oz.) diced tomatoes with chiles

3 cups tomato juice

2 tablespoons corn meal

Toppings: shredded cheese, sour cream, chopped onion

In a large Dutch oven cook meat, onion and peppers until meat is
browned. Add chili powder, oregano and garlic salt; stir to blend. Stir
in beans, tomatoes and tomato juice. Bring to boiling, reduce heat
and simmer 30 minutes, stirring occasionally. Sprinkle cornmeal over
top of chili. Stir in and continue simmering 10 minutes. Serve with
favorite chili toppings. Makes 6 to 8 servings.
